Code Compliance is requesting approval to abate the Lamb Property located at 4406 South Stanley Place in the R1-6, Single Family 

Residential District. This case was initiated 04/11 following which Code Compliance has attempted to obtain compliance through 

correspondence with the property owners regarding violations of the Tempe City Code for deteriorated landscape and green unsecure 

pool. 

 

Without the intervention of abatement the property will continue to deteriorate. It is therefore requested that the City of Tempe 

Community Development Hearing Officer approve the abatement of this public nuisance in accordance with Section 21-53 of the 

Tempe City Code.  Due to the history of recidivism of the property owner and several months of attempts to have the site remediated 

by the property owner, staff is requesting a 180 day open abatement to prevent repeated property neglect and neighborhood decline.

FINDINGS: 
4/27/2011 The Code Compliance Division received a complaint concerning deteriorated 
landscape, trash/debris, and a unsecured deteriorated pool. Inspected property and 
trash and debris in the front and rear yards, grass and weeds growing in the gravel 
areas of the front and rear yards, the side gate leading to the rear yard pool had been 
broken down, and a deteriorated pool with green stagnant water. Notice to comply 
mailed to property owner at 4 addresses. 

5/5/2011 Mailed additional notice to comply to an updated address. 

5/9/2011 Final notice to comply mailed to property owner. 

5/24/2011 Civil citation issued. 

5/26/2011 Emergency abatement conducted to secure the side gate to the pool and to 
drain the green stagnant water from the pool. Abatement cost $243.00 

6/14/2011 Property failed to appear for court. 

6/15/2011 Posted notice of intent to abate to property and mailed copy to property 
owner. 
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RECOMMENDATIONS: 

I recommend an abatement of the nuisance violations at the property at 4406 S Stanley 
PI, due to property owner's failure to bring property into compliance with Tempe City 
Codes 21-3.8.1,21-3.8.8, and 21-3.8.16. Ms. Lamb has been given ample time to 
come into compliance and maintain the property. The property owner has failed to 
appear for court concerning these violations. There has been no indication that the 
property owner will bring the property into compliance. The property represents a health 
hazard and an eyesore to the community. 

Without the intervention of abatement the property will continue to deteriorate. I 
therefore make a request to the City of Tempe Community Development Hearing 
Officer for authorization to abate this public nuisance in accordance with section 21-53 
of the Tempe City Code and authorization of multiple abatements for a period not to 
exceed one hundred eighty (180) days from the previous abatement order.
